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Taiwan is an island of diverse groups and cultures, and therefore the music of various
ethnic groups or cultures is a part of modern society that citizens should understand.
In terms of the value of multicultural and integrative learning in Liberal Studies, music
education in Taiwan has long been dominated by Western classical music, which has
resulted in a lack of awareness of local music among learners. Therefore, it is hoped
that through this course, students can increase their knowledge and musical awareness
of Taiwan's local culture, pay attention to cultural heritage from a civic perspective,
and realize the goal of civic practice through concrete actions.

The course includes units on aboriginal music and culture, traditional songs and
ballads, traditional Chinese operas and music, modern artistic creation, the protection
of cultural assets, as well as Mandarin and Taiwanese pop songs.
