This course trains students to be able to articulate and apply Chinese
language teaching methods, to have a contemporary view of teaching Chinese as a
second language, to have professional knowledge of teaching Chinese as a second
language, to be able to familiarize themselves with the principles of teaching
materials, to familiarize themselves with teaching methods, to be able to incorporate
and use of multimedia and daily life themes in teaching Chinese, to be able to
familiarize themselves with teaching techniques and strategies for teaching Chinese
as a second language, and to be able to practice and practice in real life. They will
also be able to familiarize themselves with the teaching techniques and strategies of
various aspects of the Chinese language, and practice teaching Chinese language in
CSL classroom.
