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This course aims to introduce students to the world of flute music by developing basic
performance skills and enhancing their ability to appreciate music. Students will learn
proper flute posture, basic breath control, and tone production techniques, along with
simple scales and melody playing to establish a solid foundation for advanced learning.
Additionally, the course will provide insights into the history, characteristics, and
representative works of the flute, enriching students' understanding of the instrument
and its cultural significance.

Through a combination of practical exercises and music appreciation, students will
engage in playing short pieces, ensemble practice, and analyzing example recordings
to develop their musical expression and listening sensitivity. The goal of the course is
to enable students to confidently grasp fundamental flute techniques and appreciate
various styles of flute music, inspiring their interest and passion for musical learning.

3.Understand the history, characteristics, and iconic repertoire of the flute to deepen
cultural appreciation.
