2. Using precious old photographs as visual materials, the course provides an in-
depth understanding of the traditional rituals, clothing, language, and ethnic
identity of Taiwan’s Indigenous peoples.

3. Implementing nationwide Indigenous education, this course integrates gender
equality and cultural preservation laws to analyze the cultural changes and
challenges faced by Indigenous peoples during modernization, enhancing
students’ recognition and respect for the diversity of Indigenous cultures.

Promote students’ basic understanding of Taiwan Indigenous peoples’ culture,
history, and contemporary issues, enhancing cultural sensitivity and respect.

2. Foster communication and interaction between Indigenous and non-Indigenous
students to improve mutual understanding and eliminate prejudice and
stereotypes.
