(including transfer & department transfer students) but will be graduating in the 2021 Academic Year
due to suspensions, deferred graduations, or being sent to a lower grade, please refer to your
department's "Undergraduate Degree Program Graduation Requirement Checklist" for your year of
enrollment
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For students that first enrolled at NCHU from the 2009 Academic Year or beyond, please refer to the
"NCHU Guidelines for Including English Proficiency as a Graduation Requirement”. Students that
have already passed English proficiency tests by third-party institutions, please submit your test
results to the NCHU Language Center for registration. Students that have yet to pass English
proficiency tests, please enroll in Extension Courses provided by the NCHU Language Center.

For full-year courses, students can take/ pass either the fall semester or spring semester course to
acquire credits for graduation requirements but should not exceed their department's limits for credits
from other departments.
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If students choose to take the same course twice, only one of the course's credits will be counted
towards their credit requirement for graduation. (The same applies to those pursuing minor or double
major degrees)
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Starting from the 2018 Academic Year, students will only be able to receive general education
credits for 1 National Defense Education course.
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Undergraduate students shall take 1 credit course in Information Literacy. Departments (degree
program) or conditions that qualify a student to be exempt from taking the course will be announced
separately by the Centre. Students of department (degree program) exempt from taking Information
Literacy courses, whether it can be taken as a general education graduation credit is up to each
department to regulate itself.
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Based on the letter from the Ministry of Education and the resolution of our school meeting, the
Service Learning (1) and (II) courses will be removed starting from the 113th academic year. The



graduation requirement for these courses is abolished effective immediately and applies retroactively
to bachelor's students who have already enrolled but have not yet graduated.
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Common causes of credits not being counted towards graduation requirements:
1.If students enroll in a course of the same name that is already provided by their departments without
prior approval from their departments.
2.If students have acquired more credits from other departments than permitted by their departments.
3.If students have taken PE courses that are, according to regulations, not counted towards graduation
requirements.
4.If students have acquired more general education courses than required and their departments do not
count the additional credits towards graduation requirements.
5.1f students have enrolled in general education courses that are not recognized by their departments.
6.Credits from the Education Degree Program.
7.0thers: Graduation requirement regulations set forth by the student's department, double major
department, or minor department.
