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This course teaches non-business school students for their basic financial
statement analysis skill. Management and investment implications of
International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) would be discussed in class.
Some real case would be introduced and other disciplines’ knowledge such
as Corporate Finance, Business Management might be integrated in this
course.
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
